Nouns الأسماء
Arabic nouns are either masculine or feminine. In most cases the feminine noun is formed by adding a special character, the ta marbuta   (ــة - ة) to the end of the masculine noun, however sometimes a noun used to refer to a male or female is completely different.

Examples:
· student (feminine) —- طالبة
· student (masculine) —- طالب
· woman —- امرأة
· man —- رَجُلٌ
Inanimate objects (doors, houses, cars, food, etc..) are also either masculine or feminine. When these inanimate nouns end in ta marbuta, they are feminine.

Examples:
· table —- طاولة
· city —- مدينة
Not all feminine nouns end in ta marbuta. When you learn a new word, and that word is a noun, be sure to learn the gender too.

Examples of masculine nouns:
· nose —- أنف
· book —- كتاب
Examples of feminine nouns:
· wind —- ريح
· desert —- صحراء
Pronouns
· I —- أنا
· You (singular m.) —- أنتَ
· You (singular f.) —- أنتِ
· He —- هو
· She —- هي
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
